Employment and
work

You must inform the GOC if:

a. You accept any paid or unpaid employment or contract,
whether or not in the UK, to provide optical services.

You apply for any paid or unpaid employment or contract to
provide optical services outside the UK.

You cease working.

This information must include the contact details of your
prospective employer/ contractor and (if the role includes
providing NHS ophthalmic services) the relevant NHS body.

Supervision of
Conditions

You must:

Arrange for a report to be submitted to the GOC bi-monthly on
the last day of every second month (the first such report to be
received by the end of April 2024) from any business or person
for whom you provide optometric services, commenting upon
your conduct and behaviour towards [redacted] colleagues. In
the event that you do not provide ophthalmic dispensing services
you must advise the GOC to that effect at the end of every
second month.

Other proceedings

You must inform the GOC within 14 days if you become aware
of any criminal investigation or formal disciplinary investigation
against you.

You must continue to comply with all legal and professional
requirements of registration with the GOC.

a. Fulfil all CET requirements; or

b. Renew your registration annually.
